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Managerial Tasks/Responsibilities

Conduct Mandatory team meeting with parents/players within one week of draft
Get volunteers for Team Mom, Primary Asst Coach, (2) Field Parents, (2) Scorekeepers

Each team will need to submit (4) Background Investigation forms (including SS Numbers and copies of DL) to TGSL. 
Have each parent fill out the Emergency form for their child and keep in your files. 

Inform team volunteers of mandatory training meetings (Field Parent and Team Parent meetings)

Get TGSL Code of Conduct Forms signed by each parent AND child on your team (keep copy)

Inform parents of practice times, game times and your team rules

Fields

Set-up and take-down fields as required for games (Home team sets up, visitor takes down)

Drag and water fields every time you use it (or your team will lose their practice field)

Bag and empty trash in dugouts (DO NOT assume that someone else will do it)

Lock-up and secure ALL TGSL equipment (DO NOT assume that someone else will do it)

Practices

Be there on time 

Always have an adult female present at every practice

Never leave a child unattended (The kids on your team are YOUR responsibility)

“Keep things moving” and have a practice plan. Use the station approach.
Games 

Be there on time (Recommend at least 45-60 minutes prior to game time) 

Know the rules (The  TGSL League Operating Rules document is posted online) Read it…

Remember that TGSL is a recreation league – “everyone plays” – make it fun
